· Establishing The Jewish Renaissance Foundation with the mission to provide free access to healthcare and to help strengthen families here and abroad, regardless of ethnic background and economic status.  

· Deep rooted understanding of Perth Amboy and its surrounding communities in Middlesex County leading to the development of varied programs all intent on improving the quality of life for those less fortunate.  Including:

· Founder of the first Boys & Girls Club of America in Middlesex County (Perth Amboy). 
·  Founder of the Jewish Renaissance Medical Center of Perth Amboy, the first Faith Based Federally Qualified Health Care Center in the United States.  
· The Jewish Renaissance Children’s Clinics have been opened in Kiev and the Ukraine.  
· Good Will Ambassador and Senior Advisor to IIMSAM (Intergovernmental Institution for the use of Micro-Algae Spirulina Against Malnutrition) a permanent observer to the United Nations Economic and Social Council.
· Recipient of over 30 awards and proclamations.

Dr. Alan Goldsmith

Alan Goldsmith, Ph.D., obtained his doctorate degree of Intercultural Communications from Essex College, England and Rutgers University in New Brunswick NJ and has spent his entire life in the service of others.  A volunteer for Peace Corps, in Venezuela, business man and a past member of the Spotswood City Council, he now serves as the President of the Jewish Renaissance Foundation, the Jewish Renaissance Medical Center.  Dr. Goldsmith’s involvements go far beyond the state of New Jersey.  He began a Children’s Clinic in Kiev, in the Ukraine, has lead medical missions to Cuba, Jamaica, Kiev, Zhitomer, Israel, Hungary, India and the Dominican Republic, and is planning missions to Ethiopia.  A Memorandum of Understanding has been established with the Israel Medical Association World Fellowship in developing a physician’s exchange program to assist other countries in need.  Alan was appointed as consultant to the National Center for Cultural Competence at Georgetown University and is a member of the New Jersey/Israel Commission.

The Jewish Renaissance Medical Center was built as the nation’s first ever faith-based, federally qualified health center.   The Medical Arts Building is a 48,000 square foot building that has been converted to a state-of-the-art healthcare home.   The Medical Center will provide care for over 100,000 medically underserved children, families, and persons.  The medical center was built to help eliminate the racial and economic disparities in people receiving medical services.  They will be comforted and assisted regardless of income level or medical coverage.  No one is ever turned away from the medial center.
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
